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Project Description:

CAPRI operates as a voluntary consortium of flexible pavement stakeholders open to all state, local, and federal highway
agencies, industry associations, individual companies, academic institutions and research organizations. This consortium
identifies and addresses national priority research and implementation needs for asphalt pavements and fosters the
development of new technologies and practices that will help design and build longer-lasting and more cost-effective
asphalt pavements with a higher level of sustainability, safety and user-satisfaction for the public. This pooled fund serves
as the funding mechanism for highway agencies to participate in CAPRI. Agencies may contribute additional funds,
beyond the base contribution, for other specific research, training, and implementation activities that meet their state's
needs.

The goals of CAPRI are to: (1) provide technical guidance on current and evolving specifications for asphalt materials, (2)
develop asphalt pavement research needs, (3) conduct small-scale studies to address knowledge gaps or explore new
topics, and (4) foster the implementation of practical research findings to help improve the performance, sustainability,
value, and safety of asphalt pavements.

The expected activities and deliverables of CAPRI are: (1) organize semi-annual meetings to share presentations on
research of national significance, discussions on implementation and technology transfer, and activities organized by
subcommittees, (2) identify issues with current asphalt-related standards and share potential solutions to help move
standards forward to ultimately improve pavement performance, (3) identify short-term and long-term research needs and
strategically prioritize the needs so the most urgent and impactful needs are addressed first, (4) develop research need
statements (RNSs), identify the appropriate source(s) of funding for each project, and organize RNSs on a web-based
National Asphalt Research Roadmap, (5) select and prioritize small-scale, exploratory, kick-off studies that can be funded
directly by CAPRI to address gaps in the path to implementation, gather additional information to assess the magnitude of
perceived problems, and/or explore new technologies (6) assist in the deployment of research findings by selecting and

Progress this Quarter (includes meetings, work plan status, contract status, significant progress, etc.):

Plans for the spring 2025 CAPRI meeting on April 15-16 in Bryan, TX were finalized. The focus of the meeting will be
Balanced Mix Design (BMD) implementation and development of research need statements through the subcommittees.

Work continues on the project led by the Texas A&M Transportation Institute (TTI) titled Field Evaluation of Long-Term
Cracking Performance of High RAM Asphalt Mixtures. The research team collected data that was not available from the
NCHRP 09-58 project database, and organized data from the field test sections in Texas. The site visit for the Nevada
test sections have been scheduled for April 2025.

A webinar was conducted by NCAT on Feb. 10 to present the preliminary results of the Lag & Dwell Time Experiment
study. The findings from the experiment will also be presented at the CAPRI spring meeting.

FHWA and the DOTs of Alabama, Hawaii, Kentucky, Mississippi, New Mexico, North Dakota, Puerto Rico, South
Carolina, the US Virgin Islands, and Wisconsin are using agency-designated funds within the CAPRI pooled-fund to
support research, training, and technical development activities for their engineering staff.
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Anticipated work next quarter:

The spring 2025 CAPRI meeting will be held on April 15-16 in Bryan, TX including tours of the Texas A&M Transportation
Research Institute facilities.

Work on the project on Field Evaluation of Long-Term Cracking Performance of High RAM Asphalt Mixtures will include
collecting cores from the field project in Nevada and their preparation for testing, and contacting stakeholders in
Delaware, Indiana, and Wisconsin for setting up traffic control and coring of their respective field projects.

CAPRI subcommittees and task forces are expected to initiate proposals to fill gaps in research of high priority needs,
advocate for funding for other priority needs in other research funding programs, and support the development of tech
transfer for proven technologies.

The CAPRI Executive Director will continue to recruit additional member organizations to join the consortium.

The Technology Transfer Subcommittee will continue to update the CAPRI website.

The CAPRI Executive Committee will continue monthly meetings to discuss organizational and financial matters, research
and implementation needs and plan for bi-annual meetings.

Work will continue on the projects for agencies using state-designated funds within CAPRI to support research, training,
and technical development activities for their engineering staff.

A webinar was conducted by NCAT on Feb. 10 to present the preliminary results of the Lag & Dwell Time Experiment
study.
