	Project Description: The goal of the proposed pooled fund study “is to continue and extend the work of TPF-5(063) and TPF-5(354)”, which was led by the Federal Highway Administration and South Dakota DOT, respectively. The project will enable states and FHWA to
 
1) identify data integrity and quality issues associated with measuring and analyzing pavement profiles
 
2) suggest approaches to addressing identified problems
 
3) initiate and monitor projects to address identified problems
 
4) disseminate results
 
5) assist in solution deployment
	Progress this Quarter includes meetings work plan status contract status significant progress etc: The pooled fund sponsored participation in a profile equipment testing project conducted by IDOT at the Illinois Certification and Research Track.  XX state agencies, XX profiler manufacturers and the 4 LTPP profilers participated in the event.  The pooled fund study reimbursed the XX states' travel expenses to participate in the event.
 
IDOT also began negotiations with the National Center for Pavement Preservation on a contract to coordinate travel and reimburse travel expenses for annual meetings at the Road Profiler User's group meetings and optional in-person meetings.
 
IDOT began the process to get a contract for ProVAL upgrades and maintenance in place.
 
IDOT began the process of putting together an RFP to conduct additional research for the polled fund study.
	Anticipated work next quarter: Continued work on the contracting of research projects, travel coordination, and ProVAL.
	Significant ResultsRow1: Initial results of the profiler experiment shows very promising results.  The final results will be shared with the pooled fund study members.  It appears we have made significant gains in profile measurements but there is still plenty of room for improvement through training and education of how these systems work and best practices.
