The marketing committee is revising and updating the existing Annual Marketing and Communications Strategy 2007-2008 document. The new document will be the TCCC Marketing Plan 2011.

	Progress this Quarter includes meetings work plan status contract status significant progress etc: Members of the Executive Council participated in AASHTO Subcommittee meetings, as well as the August meeting of the Multi-Regional Training and Certification (M-TRAC) partnership to generate further support and contributions for the pooled fund.  

The TCCC continues negotiations with NHI to create a new contract for web-based training development and support, so that new online courses can be created and sustained.

Recent FHWA reorganization has resulted in a reduced role for FHWA, transferring an increased role in TCCC leadership to State DOT members.  in order to effectively carry out the transition, monthly teleconferences are taking place for the Executive Council, the Course Development Committee, and the Marketing Committee.  Revised Business Planning documents will be posted to the TCCC website to reflect the changes.    


	Anticipated work next quarter: Five of the TCCC Executive Council members will meet with the NTTD at its annual meeting in New Orleans, LA, to secure greater support from State training directors.
	Significant Results:

The TCCC Executive Council is coordinating with AASHTO to generate greater levels of support and contribution, so that online course development can proceed at a level of effort comparable to that of the last several years.
