1. ISU completed testing of dynamic modulus samples for Illinois, Colorado and Wisconsin.
2. ISU completed beam fatigue laboratory testing for Illinois, Colorado and Wisconsin mixes.
3. MnDOT completed the binder extractions Illinois, Colorado and Wisconsin mixes.
4. MnDOT completed DSR testing on Illinois, Colorado and Wisconsin recovered binders.
5. Recovered binders and aggregates were delivered to ISU for testing.
6. Updates completed on the TPF-5(213) website.
7. Next steps for the study include:
1) Completion of Minnesota University Semi-circular bend testing for all state demonstration projects;
