The FHWA LTPP team is available to assist the State/Provincial Highway Agency (SHA) in a variety of ways in regards to conducting forensic studies at LTPP test site locations under this pooled-fund.  These activities can vary by project, and include:
1. Assisting with the background study and development of investigation plan

2. Performing non-destructive pavement testing

a. Manual distress survey

b. Longitudinal and transverse profile measurement

c. Pavement surface texture measurement

d. Falling weight deflectometer (FWD) testing

e. Photo and/or video surveys

3. Assisting with materials sampling
a. Creating Materials Sampling plan

b. Marking sampling locations

c. Collecting and labeling samples

d. Performing DCP testing and potentially aiding with other site-specific testing needs as determined in the investigation plan

4. Analyzing collected non-destructive and destructive data

5. Compiling study reports

6. Preparing technical papers and presentations
It is recommended that the process established in NCHRP Report 747 “Guidelines for Conducting Forensic Investigation of Highway Pavements” be utilized in all forensic investigations of LTPP test sections.
