	Project Description: 
This pooled fund study will support groundbreaking research using data from the second Strategic Highway Research Program (SHRP 2) Naturalistic Driving Study (NDS). The goal is to advance the development of implementable solutions for State and local transportation agencies with an emphasis on the broad areas of Safety, Operations, and Planning. Since the system of 'driver-vehicle-roadway and driving conditions' was captured, the value of these data should not only support research in the individual areas above but in a connected-automated roadway system as well. 

Projects could include development and improvement of countermeasures, development and improvement of predictive models and design guides, performance measures, policy recommendations, or other high priority areas for the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC). This will be an FHWA led pooled fund with very active participation from member agencies to determine the research that is undertaken. 


	Progress this Quarter includes meetings work plan status contract status significant progress etc:  Six State DOTs (AL, CT, IA, IL,NV, and WA) have made commitments to date, totaling $1,110,000. Three of FHWA's focus areas (Safety, Operations, and Planning) have made commitments, totaling $1.0 million. Combined, as of this writing, we have just over $2 million in commitments over five years. 
- We will continue to market the pooled fund to bring in new partners. Partners are encouraged to discuss with their counterparts at other agencies to get their involvement-we want to encourage as much participation as possible to get the full value of this implementation effort with the SHRP2 NDS and RID data.  
- An Inter-Agency Agreement with Volpe for $100,000 is pending. Volpe will:
a. Help facilitate the meetings, including meeting logistics if we have an onsite meeting. Having said that- we do not anticipate a face to face meeting until it comes time to review project proposals(which wouldn’t happen until May 2018-at the earliest). We plan to have web conferences beginning in September. These calls should be approximately 1.5hrs each. Right now we’d like to schedule a call every six weeks(beginning in Sept) to get these on everyone’s calendars. We may not actually have some of these calls, and will determine that as a group 1-2 weeks prior to the scheduled call.   
b. In an effort to better understand the strengths and limitations of these data- Volpe will review previously conducted research with the SHRP2 NDS data (e.g., the IAPs) and interview principal investigators. If you have any internal projects that you’d be willing to share- please let us know and we will include those on the list of projects to review. 
c. Help align the State DOT TAC members’ priority research areas with the strengths of the SHRP2 NDS/RID dataset and help the TAC develop our research plan and projects.
