	Project Description: A transportation research program, where research projects are conducted primarily by the Land Grant 
Universities of the New England states. This study was preceded by TPF-5(222), TPF-5(201), TPF-5(168), 
SPR-3(089), SPR-3(029), and SPR-3(009). Other State DOTs may participate in individual research projects
by providing funds and a project technical committee member to represent their agency. 

The New England Transportation Consortium (NETC) is a research cooperative between the state DOTs of Connecticut, Maine, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, Rhode Island and Vermont. The NETC is a valuable
regional partnership for the identification, prosecution and dissemination of shared transportation research initiatives. The NETC represents: 
◾Financial leveraging opportunities and regional partnerships. 
◾Stronger partnerships between university faculty and state DOTs. 
◾User-defined, diverse research topics. 
◾Opportunities for research dissemination and training to practitioners in the field. 

Now in its third decade, the NETC was developed to help New England states meet their special research
needs by pooling resources and expertise. The NETC is now a well-established successful multistate
partnership. 

The objective of the pooled fund is to pool the financial, professional and academic resources of the region and to use them to research and develop improved methods of dealing with common problems in the planning, design, construction, 
maintenance, rehabilitation, reconstruction, and operation of transportation systems in the participating states. The 
program is intended to supplement, not to replace, ongoing state and federal research activities and other national 
programs such as the Cooperative Research Programs of the National Academies.

18-4: Quick Response Project: ICNet Workshop - University of New Hampshire
•  UNH and CTC & Associates finalized a vendor agreement. Maine is working on the modification to CTC’s contract. The steering committee met. The workshop date is set, and the committee reviewed and revised the agenda and the attendee list. 

2019 Research Problem Statement Solicitation
•  CTC initiated the 2019 Research Problem Statement solicitation by sending an announcement email to all Advisory Committee members, including DOT and University representatives. CTC created a page on the NETC website with full details on the solicitation process and the Research Problem Statement form. Research Problem Statements are due 1/25/19. 

2019 NETC Symposium
•  The purpose of the symposium is to provide a forum for state DOT practitioners and subject matter experts to showcase research results, share information and brainstorm/identify/develop research needs. The working group met on 11/30/18 to refine the symposium draft agenda and discuss logistical details including the date, location and attendees. 

The coordination of the NETC activities continues to transition from the University of Vermont (current coordinator for 
TPF-5(222)) to CTC & Associates. UVM's contract ends 2/15/19.

18-1: Development of MASH Computer Simulated Steel Bridge Rail and Transition Details - Roadsafe LLC

• Task 3 (MASH TL4 Evaluation of NETC 3-Bar Bridge Rail) will be started and completed.

18-2: Framework of Asphalt Balanced Mix Design for New England Agencies – University of Massachusetts-Dartmouth

• The TAC will review and score the RFPs. MaineDOT will develop and negotiate a contract with the selected vendor.

18-4: Quick Response Project: ICNet Workshop - University of New Hampshire
• MaineDOT will finish the modification to CTC's contract. The next steering committee meeting will be held on 1/23/19.

2019 Research Problem Statement Solicitation
• CTC will compile the Research Problem Statements and send to the Advisory Committee DOT representatives for agency review and internal scoring. The Advisory Committee DOT representatives will meet in Concord, NH on 3/13/19 to review, score and select the 2019 NETC projects.

2019 NETC Symposium
• The next working group meeting to be held on 2/1/19.
• The working group will finalize the agenda, set the date, choose a venue and invite attendees from their agencies. CTC will continue to work on the logistical details of the symposium.
