Project Description:

The Colorado Department of Transportation (CDOT) has helped to develop a first-of-its kind work zone vehicle designed
to advance safety for roadway maintenance crews. Customarily positioned behind road construction crews in order to
protect workers from the traveling public, the Autonomous Impact Protection Vehicle (AIPV) increases work zone safety
by removing the driver from a truck that is actually designed to be hit. The objective of the Autonomous Maintenance
Technology (AMT) Pool Fund is to develop, demonstrate and refine the AIPV in preparation for its wide-spread
deployment nationwide in DOT maintenance operations.
