	Project Description: 
The goal of RMRC-4G is to provide the resources and activities needed to break down barriers and increase utilization of recycled materials and industrial byproducts. This is being done through carefully integrated and orchestrated activities 
that include applied research in key areas relevant to transportation applications combined with outreach programs that 
provide the educational and technical resources needed to maximize the rate at which recycled materials and industrial byproducts are used in transportation applications.  

	Progress this Quarter includes meetings work plan status contract status significant progress etc: • Continued weekly internal RMRC research administration meetings.  This included meetings on revised schedules for the MSE wall projects and a path forward. 

• Added a three more research inquiries to growing list.

• Scheduled and prepped January Board meeting. Prepped for spring board meeting. Presented 3 project updates and 4 brief presentations on new uses for recycled materials in transportation infrastructure.

• Continued work in ASTM on proposed Standard E850 Characterization of Inorganic Process Wastes for Use as Structural Fill.

• UW hosting platform made major updates to website back end. Updates from PHP 7.4 (was previously 7.3), and test site is on 8.1.x in WordPress. Updating the content of  test site and updating WordPress (as well as any other plugins).

• Contacted by an R&D company (Millenium SynthFuel) looking to test the use of Lime/Cement kiln dust for use as part of a mixture for CO2 capture solvents, primarily because of the calcium hydroxide content. They were looking for samples or sources to test samples of LKD/CKD for their tests. We connected the R&D company to LaFarge Cement Company who can provide CKD. LKD can be obtained from local lime company.

• Received inquiry regarding the potential health (cancer) effects of crushed asphalt fill near a personal residence.  Responded the call and directed him to relevant sources.

• Received inquiry about green sand recycling from a First Foundry Co with large quantity of iron casting factory with about 60,000 tonne per year in Iran, and about 15 tonne waste green sand take away from production line. Currently tis company seeks to recycle the green sand and is trying to find a practical way to do so.  Directed to the RMRC web page and the relevant articles and reports.
