	Project Description: The pooled fund study entitled “Program to Support the Development and Deployment of Connected Vehicle Applications” was created by a group of state and local transportation agencies and FHWA in order to provide a means to conduct the work necessary for infrastructure providers to play a leading role in advancing the connected vehicle environment. 
 
Objective:

Through a set of pooled fund studies, the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) is working with federal, state and local departments of transportation, to establish a multi-phase program to facilitate the field demonstration, and deployment of connected vehicle infrastructure applications.  In Phase I, the participants are focused on modeling, development, engineering and planning activities that will aid transportation agencies in justifying and promoting the large scale deployment of a connected vehicle environment. Phases 2 through 4 of the program will continue research and development to prepare agencies to deploy connected vehicle environments.

Scope of Work:

The pooled fund study will focus on the following:
• Development and evaluation of connected vehicle large-scale system level operations applications
• Independently research and address issues that will affect the deployment of connected vehicle systems by state and local transportation agencies
• Support AASHTO’s Strategic and Deployment Plans
• Support USDOT’s Connected Vehicles Programs and initiatives
	Progress this Quarter includes meetings work plan status contract status significant progress etc: 1. Pooled Fund Study Overall
    a. Monthly calls were held on April 29, May 27, and June 24, 2022. 
    b. The Pooled Fund Study Members continued current projects and approved WSP for the project entitled Connected Intersections Message Monitoring System Requirements & Prototype Development. The project is split between Phase 4 and Phase 5, in order to aid in spending out Phase 4 before June 2022. 
    b. Commitments and contributions are being received for the current/new PFS (TPF-5(389)) for FY2023 and beyond.  

2. Connected Intersections Program
    a. Monthly calls were held April 19, May 17, and June 21, 2022. 
    b. Site test plans are currently being implemented at three test sites - Georgia, Ohio, and Utah. 
    c. WSP included 5 additional draft fact sheet deliverables as guidance materials available on the CV PFS website under "Resources"
    d. All remaining tasks will be conducted under Phase 5. 

3. CIMMS (Connected Intersections Message Monitoring System Requirements and Prototype Development)
    a. The project scope is being refined and implemented under the guidance and input of CV PFS members. Stakeholder engagement has commenced. 
    b. All remaining tasks will be conducted under Phase 5.

    b. Future project topics will be discussed, approved and initiated by the members.

    d. Planning will begin for an in-person meeting scheduled in December 2022 in Maricopa County, Arizona.

    a. Monthly project calls will be held in each month. 
    b. Testing and data collection at a CV PFS selected site will continue, and analysis will begin.
    c. A plan for SCMS Engagement and coordination with ITE will continue.
