Phase 2:
Due to the success of the project and the interest generated within the community, the scope of the project has been expanded to include additional types of connections between prefabricated concrete components.  FHWA and NYSDOT have committed additional resources to the project.  The next phase of the project will focus on the composite connection between prestressed girders and precast bridge decks.  This connection is to be redesigned and tested at full scale.  Specimen design was being completed in this quarter.  Fabrication of components and the initiation of testing is slated for the first quarter of 2011.
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
