This pooled fund is to provide a forum for the exchange of technical information on accelerated pavement testing and
associated topics through the use of international conferences. The Third International Conference on Accelerated
Pavement Testing was completed October 1-3, 2008 in Madrid, Spain. The basic format of the conference was similar to
the other successful first and second conferences held Reno, Nevada (1999) and Minneapolis, Minnesota (2004), with
technical sessions, technical field trips, and exhibits making up the bulk of the conference.
