Implementing Maintenance Innovations from State to State (IMISS) is an open and practical application of highway
maintenance practices aimed to meet the needs of roadway maintenance agencies in the U.S. and around the world.
State department of transportation’s (DOTs) will make an annual commitment to IMISS. The project funds cover
administrative management, website development, marketing materials and travel to Technical Advisory Committee
(TAC) meetings.

Increasingly, DOTs are challenged to design and build longer life facilities that result in a higher level of user satisfaction
for the public. One of the strategies for achieving longer life facilities is to use innovative technologies and practices. In
order to foster new technologies and practices, experts from state DOTs, Federal Highway Administration (FHWA),
academia and industry must collaborate to identify and examine new and emerging technologies and systems.

The implementation of cost effective research and new technologies is important to change how we do business by
improving products and services. Implementation of innovations requires considerable resources (time and money) to
integrate the technologies into the day-to-day business practices for DOTs. This project will promote promising
ready-to-deploy innovations that can be used by other DOTs and hence save time and money. Communicating
successful research products throughout the US is essential for proving research products that can be integrated into
DOTs to make a difference.
