Project description:

The industries and farms of the Mississippi Valley region can compete in the marketplace only if their products can move
reliably, safely and at reasonable cost to market. Growing congestion threatens the sustainability of this freight movement. The
people of the region are dependent upon farms and industries for their livelihoods and their economic quality of life depends
on the flow of goods to our markets. The Mississippi Valley Freight Coalition (MVFC) was created to protect and support the
economic wellbeing of the industries, farms and people of the region by keeping the products of those industries, farms and
people flowing to markets reliably, safely, and efficiently.
