	Project Description: In 1990 and again in 2000, AASHTO partnered with all of the states on pooled fund projects to support the development of special census products and data tabulations for transportation. These census transportation data packages have proved invaluable in understanding characteristics about where people live and work, their journey to work commuting patterns, and the modes they use for getting to work.  Significant cost savings were achieved by using a nationwide coordinated approach, and resulted in data availability at detailed geography (census tract and TAZs where specified) for the entire nation.  
 
The American Community Survey is the replacement for the decennial census "long form" and requires multiple years of data accumulation before small area tabulations can be released. Because of this change in survey methods, a research project to improve the useability of the data for transportation planning is needed.  
 
Objectives: To provide data tabulations from the American Community Survey (ACS) that are designed specifically for the needs of transportation planners. This data project will be called Census Transportation Planning Products (CTPP). This will include tabulations for residence, workplace, and flow between home and work. Both 3-year ACS data aggregates, and 5-year ACS data aggregates will be used for the tabulations.  The geographic level of detail for the 5-year ACS will include Transportation Analysis Zones (TAZs) and census tracts. The data will be distributed to State DOTs and MPOs using the best format available which may include Internet or CDs and DVDs.  
 
In addition to data tabulations, the project will include technical support, training and capacity building, research, and project oversight. Scope of Work: The CTPP includes five major components: data tabulations, on-demand technical support, training and capacity building, research, and project oversight.  
 

	Progress this Quarter includes meetings work plan status contract status significant progress etc: The TRB Census conference was held in October, 2011 at the Beckman Center at UC Irvine.  Census staff prepared several presentations including one on extended workplace allocation for CTPP, and participated in the breakout discussion groups on the future of Census data for transportation planning applications. The conference report is expected in Spring 2012.  A poster with highlights of the October conference was prepared for the TRB Conference "Critical Data Needs for Decision Making," December 5-7, 2011, also held at the Beckman Center.  

Extended workplace allocation--Processing specs provided to ACSO for implementation.

Training -- webinars held on Census Bureau's American FactFinder2 (October 11) with over 200 participants  and Data Ferrett (Dec 19) with over 100 participants. These webinars are archived and available on the NHI webpage.  







	Anticipated work next quarter: 

The Census Bureau Journey to Work and Migration Branch (JTW+M) will initiate a contract with Westat to implementing the data perturbation routines established by NCHRP 08-79 to create complete ACS perturbed records for the 2006-2010 CTPP tabulation. 
The Census Bureau will finish the computer coding for extended workplace allocation.  The code is being written in a way that it can be used in standard ACS processing, so that it will benefit all of ACS, not just the CTPP special tabulation.

	Circumstance affecting project or budget  Please describe any challenges encountered or anticipated that might affect the completion of the project within the time scope and fiscal constraints set forth in the agreement along with recommended solutions to those problems: 
There is remaining budget at the Census Bureau which will be used to support CB staff into the middle of 2013.  This will require a "time, no cost" extension to the FHWA-CB IAA, as the current IAA end date is September 30, 2012. All of the funds are scheduled to be paid to the Census Bureau as of July 1, 2012. 

The contract for the 2006-2010 CTPP between AASHTO and the Census Bureau has not yet been signed.  This contract is not part of the TPF funds, but will use State contributions sent directly to AASHTO. 

The TPF website shows a 2007 commitment from Michigan for $40,000.  This portion of the Michigan funding commitment was sent directly to AASHTO for the CTPP, and is not part of the TPF funds.  

In October, the Census Bureau Geography Division requested an additional $150,000 for the delivery of the TAZ and TAD files to ACSO for the CTPP tabulation.  In January 2012, the amount was revised downward to $110,264, but this was resolved to be $0, and no contract modification and no new funds were needed. 

A modification to the TPF is needed to extending the period to June 30, 2013.
	Potential Implementation: The 2006-2010 CTPP tabulations are expected to be delivered to AASHTO in early 2013, under a separate contract between AASHTO and the Census Bureau.  In addition, AASHTO will provide a software interface to provide easy access to these data.
