	Project Description: In 1990 and again in 2000, AASHTO partnered with all of the states on pooled fund projects to support the development of special census products and data tabulations for transportation. These census transportation data packages have proved invaluable in understanding characteristics about where people live and work, their journey to work commuting patterns, and the modes they use for getting to work.  Significant cost savings were achieved by using a nationwide coordinated approach, and resulted in data availability at detailed geography (census tract and TAZs where specified) for the entire nation.  
 
The American Community Survey is the replacement for the decennial census "long form" and requires multiple years of data accumulation before small area tabulations can be released. Because of this change in survey methods, a research project to improve the useability of the data for transportation planning is needed.  
 
Objectives: To provide data tabulations from the American Community Survey (ACS) that are designed specifically for the needs of transportation planners. This data project will be called Census Transportation Planning Products (CTPP). This will include tabulations for residence, workplace, and flow between home and work. Both 3-year ACS data aggregates, and 5-year ACS data aggregates will be used for the tabulations.  The geographic level of detail for the 5-year ACS will include Transportation Analysis Zones (TAZs) and census tracts. The data will be distributed to State DOTs and MPOs using the best format available which may include Internet or CDs and DVDs.  
 
In addition to data tabulations, the project will include technical support, training and capacity building, research, and project oversight. Scope of Work: The CTPP includes five major components: data tabulations, on-demand technical support, training and capacity building, research, and project oversight.  
 

	Progress this Quarter includes meetings work plan status contract status significant progress etc: 
The IAA with the CB to extend the period of performance to March 30, 2013 was completed. 

Implementation of NCHRP 08-79:  CB established contractual mechanism for Westat to implement the "disclosure proofing" code on-site at the Census Bureau.  

CB Geography Division perform TAZ verification process.  TAZ geography is available in the TIGER files. 

ACS Office began tabulations runs using State of Alabama as a test case for the 2006-2010 CTPP. 

Continued discussions with the CB staff on Data Web/Data Ferrett about the possibility of including CTPP into the CB's DataWeb, as a way to increase data accessibility and possibly extend data archiving (outside of AASHTO and USDOT). 

There is only $15,474 remaining which will likely be expended in the next calendar quarter.  




	Anticipated work next quarter: 
The Census Bureau will continue with the data processing tasks to deliver the CTPP tables in Spring 2013.
AASHTO and software subcommittee will work on CTPP software development, testing and review.

	Potential Implementation: The 2006-2010 CTPP tabulations are expected to be delivered to AASHTO in May 2013, under a separate contract between AASHTO and the Census Bureau.  In addition, AASHTO will provide a software interface to provide easy access to these data.     Discussions have begun with Census Bureau Data Ferrett staff regarding the addition of CTPP to Data Ferrett, to extend and expand data access and data archiving of the CTPP.
