The No Boundaries pooled fund (formerly Implementing Maintenance Innovations from State to State IMISS) is an open and practical application of highway maintenance practices aimed to meet the needs of roadway maintenance agencies in the U.S. and around the world.  State department of transportation’s (DOTs) will make an annual commitment to No Boundaries.  The project funds cover administrative management, web site development, marketing materials and travel to Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) meetings.  

Increasingly, DOTs are challenged to design and build longer life facilities that result in a higher level of user satisfaction for the public.  One of the strategies for achieving longer life facilities is to use innovative technologies and practices.  In order to foster new technologies and practices, experts from state DOTs, Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), academia and industry must collaborate to identify and examine new and emerging technologies and systems. 
 
The implementation of cost effective research and new technologies is important to change how we do business by improving products and services.  Implementation of innovations requires considerable resources (time and money) to integrate the technologies into the day-to-day business practices for DOTs.  This project will promote promising ready-to-deploy innovations that can be used by other DOTs and hence save time and money.  Communicating successful research products throughout the US is essential for proving research products that can be integrated into DOTs to make a difference. 
 
An ongoing forum is needed to provide broad national leadership that can rapidly address the challenges facing DOTs with the adoption of new technologies.  This pooled fund project will assist in promoting successful technology transfer among participating DOTs, in which partner states will contribute and identify their innovations that can be used by other DOTs.  The project will increase awareness among participating agencies about promising technologies and will help in the development of marketing plans for these technologies.  The project may also help in identifying training classes needed for specific research topics for member DOTs.

	Anticipated work next quarter: Anticipate that the new Web site will go live in November.  Still need to get feedback from Georgia, Ohio and Pennsylvania and their submitted best practices.  Hold Face to face meeting in Columbus Ohio on Nov. 19/20.  Identify training strategies and begin to offer states training options to view this material of develop Maintenance practices.

Carry over from last Quarter:  Finalize  new best practices from Georgia, Ohio and Pennsylvania.   Add 1 page best practice summaries for Ohio and Pennsylvania to the WEB site.   Redesign the WEB site and migrate existing information to the new site.  Begin the development of marketing strategy and training/deployment options to further expand the No Boundaries concept.  Update reports to extend the existing contract 1 year with new funding from July 1 2013 to June 30, 2014.
	Significant Results: Continued the new Web site design effort.  Expect to go live beginning of November.  Included Marketing and communication assessment to prepare for adding additional states to the pooled fund in lieu of Mississippi DOT decision to stop participation in the pooled fund. The new MOD will incorporate new marketing strategies to accomplish this task.  Also, begin the deployment and training efforts to expand distribution of the adopted best practice strategies through the first 2 years of the pooled fund effort.  

Need to have states respond to the draft implemented Maintenance practice material developed for their identified implemented practices.  Before this information can be posted the states involved must approve of the text and material developed.
