$861,439.71 has spent from the beginning of the pooled fund for course development and website maintenance

$61,519.89 has been spent on travel from the beginning of the Pooled Fund to attend meetings such as:NTTD, MTRAC, SCOC, meetings with NHI, and FHWA/Executive Committee meetings to develop work plans and review course development

FHWA's NHI had to do a large update to the Adobe Connect software due to security issues as mandated by Office of the Secretary (OST).  This software update impacted all of the WBT course and there was a fee for the changes needed for making the TCCC WBT course to function on the new software,  this cost was to be reimbursed to NHI out of Pooled funds.  The cost for this work was $176,277.  

After the recent contract for 20 hours of coursed development was started the TCCC Pooled Fund has a remaining balance of $94,182.66.  Which can be used to pay for some updates to existing courses.

AASHTO recently started an AASHTO-TC3 program to develop courses similar to what TCCC was doing.  Over the years it was hoped that the process TCCC was using to develop courses would become a stand alone program that all the SHA would partcipate and help manage the work.  This action of AASHTO starting a training program to continue the fine work that TCCC has been doing is seen as an advancement in coursed development and delivery.  

The TCCC Pooled fund committments for 2014 were re-directed by the states to be funds for AASHTO-TC3 program.  And the TCCC Pooled fund will expend the remaining funds and close down when the last contract is complete.  the current course development contract will close 30 Aug, 2015.
