	Project Description: The Western States Rural Transportation Consortium (WSRTC) was established with the following mission, vision and goals:

Mission
The WSRTC shall provide a collaborative mechanism to leverage research activities in a coordinated manner to respond to rural transportation issues among western states related to Technology, Operations and Safety.

Vision
The WSRTC shall promote innovative partnerships, technologies and educational opportunities to facilitate and enhance safe, seamless rural travel throughout the western United States.

Goals
• Provide a framework to leverage research and promote collaboration in solving rural transportation issues.
• To leverage research resources related to rural issues concerning technology, operations and safety.
• Provide technology solutions in the form of technology transfer to rural areas and training on a regular basis.
• Recycle and reuse existing research, applying its results to rural issues.
• Development of a rural western states integrated corridor management system to improve seamless, coordinated and safe transportation to the public.

Project work is assigned via task order, and four task orders have been executed through the end of this quarter: Task Order #1, WSRTC Meeting Coordination and Website Maintenance ($55,000); Task Order #2, Rural Traveler Information (One Stop Shop) Phase 2 ($150,000); Task Order #3, WSRTC Meeting Coordination, Western States Forum Travel Support and Website Maintenance ($77,000); and Task Order #4, WSRTC Meeting Coordination, Western States Forum Travel Support and Website Maintenance ($80,000).

Task Order #2 and Task Order #4 are the primary tasks covered in this quarterly report, including budget and progress figures. Task Order #2 started on 10/1/2011. Activity on Task Order #2 during the quarter has been minimal prior to this quarter. Note that a significant amount of work was conducted on the Western States One-Stop-Shop in conjunction with a separate project from Caltrans that ended on December 31st, 2011. Routine maintenance and support had previously been conducted using the WTI UTC match for Task Order #2.

Note that project budget and expenditure figures above are presented combined for the task orders to date - Task Order #1, Task Order #2, Task Order #3, and Task Order #4. Thus, the total budget to date is $55,000 + $150,000 + $77,000 +$80,000 = $362,000. Percentage completion is presented relative to the Task Orders to date and will change accordingly as task orders are added.

Task Order #2:  Rural Traveler Information (One Stop Shop) Phase 2

The second task order under this project was executed with a start date of 10/01/2011 and an end date of 9/30/2013. A no-cost time extension was granted with new end date of 9/30/2014. Activity on Task Order #2 has been minimal to date, with routine maintenance and support previously charged to the WTI UTC match. Note that a significant amount of work was conducted on the Western States One-Stop-Shop, the subject of this task order, in conjunction with a separate project from Caltrans that ended on December 31st, 2011. 

Maintenance and support activities were continued this quarter. Significant updates were made to the system to better enable the addition for further layers to the system. A poster was prepared and displayed at the Western States Forum showing OSS.

Task 1:  Project Management

Preparations and follow-up were completed for the annual Steering Committee meeting held on June 17th, 2014.  An agenda and meeting presentation were developed and distributed prior to the meeting.  Both were posted to the WSRTC website along with a meeting announcement.  Travel support was coordinated and disbursed and meeting minutes were recorded.

Discussion and correspondence concerning the upcoming National Rural ITS conference was conducted.

Task 2:  Meeting Planning and Coordination

The annual Steering Committee meeting was held on June 17th, 2014, just prior to the start of the 9th annual Western States Forum.  Several Consortium members attended the WSRTTIF, June 17th – 19th,  in Yreka, California.  The project team facilitated the meeting, recorded the meeting minutes, coordinated and processed travel support requests, and prepared materials.  Relevant correspondence was conducted.

Discussion ensued concerning future Task Orders, no-cost time extensions, and attendance at the National Rural ITS Conference in Branson, Missouri (August 24th-27th, 2014).

Task 3: Western States Forum Support

The 2014 WSRTTIF was held June 17-19 in Yreka, California, at the Holiday Inn Express.

Second drafts of presentations were reviewed and feedback given to speakers.  Final presentations were due mid-quarter and the agenda was subsequently finalized.  Participant notebooks were compiled and various logistical planning was completed and confirmed.  Travel support was approved and disbursed.  Speakers were offered full coverage of their travel and lodging to attend the event and most took advantage at varying levels.

Thirty-six participants represented six states, five state DOTs, one City Public Works Department, two universities, and the FHWA.

Task 4:  Website Content and Maintenance

During this quarter, the project team wrote and posted Consortium and project updates in addition to routine maintenance tasks. 

Project updates written and posted this quarter were:
• AWOS/RWIS (Aviation WeatherShare) – announced project team participation in the upcoming California Aviation Day at the Capitol.
• AWOS/RWIS (Aviation WeatherShare) – a follow-up to the previous update after Aviation Day concluded.
• One-Stop-Shop – shared the poster that was created that displays the uses and features of the OSS web application.
• WSRTC – announced the upcoming meeting and posted the proposed agenda.
• COATS – completion of the Survey of Western State Safety Warning Devices incubator project including posting of the project’s final report.

A no-cost time extension for this task has been requested and granted, extending the project to 9/30/2014.

Note that the WTI UTC Match funds for this project have been expended as of September 30th, 2013. Subsequent work on the project will need to be charged exclusively to Task Order #2.

Task 1:  Project Management

Discussions with the Caltrans principals (Sean Campbell and Ian Turnbull) have taken place in the context of updates made by way of a related Caltrans effort that ended on 12/31/2011 and in conjunction with proposal development for the past FHWA MCOM funding opportunity. Feedback from the past several bad weather seasons has also been accounted for. In addition to the tasks below, a number of "to dos" have been discussed and will be prioritized in upcoming quarters. Further discussions were previously conducted in conjunction with  WSRTC Steering Committee meetings and will occur again at the upcoming WSRTC Steering Committee meeting.

Task 2:  Concept of Operations and Requirements Documents

Over the course of upcoming quarters, the project team will work to revise and update the Concept of Operations and Requirements documents produced during Phase 1 of the project.  The updated concept of operations document is an initial step in the systems engineering process and will present a high-level, user-oriented perspective on how the statewide One-Stop Shop will work.  Similarly, the requirements document continues the systems engineering process by producing a document that translates the narrative developed for the concept of operations into a series of statements describing what the system shall do, and indicating what are optional features that may be added in subsequent phases.  The resulting technical memorandum will be distributed to the sponsor project manager and the project technical panel.

Task 3:  Review Best Practices and Technologies

A summary of best practices and technologies will be addressed by the project team during the upcoming quarters.  This will include an update of the literature review and inventory of traveler information websites completed during Phase 1 of the project.   The project team expects to develop a reasonable understanding of the newest developments (if any) in the provision of traveler information, as well as identify potential new data sets or unique approaches to data presentation that could be incorporated into the One-Stop Shop system covering the four state region.

Task 4: Development and Coding

The project team will continue to maintain the site and to implement enhancements as needed. Additional layers may be added to the system.

Task 5: Conduct Use and Usability Analysis

The project team will work in upcoming quarters to implement the mechanisms such as Google Analytics tracking that will be used to conduct this task.

Task 6: Investigate Needs for Expansion into Bordering States

We anticipate initiating this task during the upcoming several quarters.

Task 7: Survey of Users

No work is anticipated on this task during the upcoming quarter.

Wrap-up for the 2014 Forum will occur in the coming quarter, with review of attendee evaluations and development of the final report for this year’s Forum.  Remaining speaker travel support will be disbursed.  The Western States Forum website and the WSRTC website will be updated with images from the Forum, documents and project updates as needed.

Task 4:  Website Content and Maintenance

The project team will continue to add to and improve the website content during the upcoming quarter.  Timely updates concerning project work will be posted and new project pages added as applicable.  An update about the WSRTTIF and Consortium participation will be posted on the website’s main page.

Project website updates will include information about project progress.  The project team will continue development on the pages that demonstrate the impact of the WSRTC’s research efforts on the member states’ departments of transportation.  Tentatively, the next project to be addressed will be the One-Stop Shop.
