	Project Description: The intent of this project is to provide essential information to five partner state agencies (Wisconsin, Ohio, Idaho, Kansas and Colorado DOTs) to support standardization of PG+ specifications by identifying those PG+ test methods that are reproducible and show promise in simulating actual field performance.
Based on the stated needs and goals, the main objectives of the proposed pooled fund research include:
1- Perform detailed assessment of current PG+ and modified binder quality control procedures in partnering states in terms of reliability, applicability, and relevance to performance and quality of modified asphalt binders.

2- Use a range of modified binders, representative of the products currently specified by partner states, to develop unified test procedures and specification criteria based on products placed in the field.  

3- Improve product quality and reliability through conduct of ruggedness studies and development of precision and bias statements for selected tests. 

4- Introduce consistency to current products supplied by elimination or reduction of differences in modified binder acceptance tests and criteria throughout member states.

5- Validate and establish relevance of suggested PG+ and quality control procedures in terms of mixture performance

	Progress this Quarter includes meetings work plan status contract status significant progress etc: During this quarter the literature review on the current Pg plus tests used by state DOTs was performed by the research team and the shortcomings of each test were evaluated. Based on the result of survey done last quarter it was clear that all the partner states are willing to move toward faster easier tests (Using DSR) as long as the polymer loading is satisfied at the desired content. Therefore candidate test methods were selected during this quarter in four category listed below:

1- High Temperature/Phase angle
2- Elastic Recovery/Polymer Loading
3- Fatigue Resistance
4- Low-Temperature Cracking resistance

Candidate test methods were selected in a way to address the shortcomings of currently used PG plus specifications. Relationships between current PG plus and new suggested PG plus tests as well as their relationships with mixture testing were evaluated. Therefore by the work done at this point the work area number 1 in the proposal considered to be complete and the progress on second work area has been started.

A summary report of the work done so far (Composing of Literature review, Survey results, commentary on MSCR test, and studying the effectiveness of current and new PG plus tests) was prepared that will be presented to the group at the annual meeting to be held in Madison in May 2015. 

	Anticipated work next quarter: Next quarter the results of the work done so far will be presented to the state partners in the annual face to face meeting that will be held on May 7th in Madison. The experimental testing plan and material collection from each state will be started this quarter and the research team aims to finish the ruggedness testing as well as the establishment of presicion statements for the newly selected tests during next quarter. The results of the testings from the materials collected from all state partners will be presented in a memorandum.
