Scope and Objectives:

Work zones present an ongoing safety challenge to the road safety community. Work zone traffic
management practices, as well as the novelty and complexity of a particular work site situation, can
challenge even the most attentive drivers. In the United States, approximately two percent of fatalities in
2010 occurred in work zones [FHWA 2015]. The introduction of connected-vehicle communications smart
technologies can provide opportunities to develop countermeasures for work zones. Vehicle and roadway
infrastructure communications can be used to monitor work zone driving behavior and potentially provide
adaptive, or even targeted, interventions to help drivers manage work zone driving more appropriately. This
project will assess the potential of V21 or I2V messages to influence work zone driving behavior and analyze
driving behavior in different work zones as observed in Safety Pilot to simulate the benefit of work zone
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messaging. The researcher will also document the research results identifying and characterizing driver
behavior in work zones as a function of work zone treatments. Particular emphasis will be placed on how
messages leading up to the work zones influence behavior compared to how work zone treatments
themselves influence behavior.

Scope and Objectives:

The American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials (AASHTO) has adopted ME as
its recommended pavement design methodology and licenses the accompanying software, Pavement ME
Design. Many state agencies across the county are reviewing and/or adopting this new methodology.
Michigan is one of the states that is in the middle of implementation. With these agencies at various points
of implementation, this pooled fund will serve as an opportunity for users to come together in peer exchange
format to share knowledge, experiences, and lessons learned. The intent is to annually provide one national
peer exchange and one peer exchange within each of the four AASHTO Regions. The project will serve
as a clearinghouse for research ideas and innovations for ME that should be pursued. The project will be
funded with 100% federal funds.

The 2017 fiscal year’s SPR-II FHWA approved total program budget amount is $8,301,717.50
($7,325,470.57 federal and $976,246.93 state). This amendment request will increase the current total
budgeted federal funds by $177,500.00. The revised 2017 total program budget will be $8,479,217.50, with
a federal share amount of $7,502,970.57 and state share amount of $976,246.93.
