	Project Description: 
The pooled fund study entitled “Program to Support the Development and Deployment of Connected Vehicle Applications” was created by a group of state and local transportation agencies and FHWA in order to provide a means to conduct the work necessary for infrastructure providers to play a leading role in advancing the connected vehicle environment. 
 
Objective:

Through a set of pooled fund studies, the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) is working with federal, state and local departments of transportation, to establish a multi-phase program to facilitate the field demonstration, and deployment of connected vehicle infrastructure applications.  In Phase I, the participants are focused on modeling, development, engineering and planning activities that will aid transportation agencies in justifying and promoting the large scale deployment of a connected vehicle environment. Phase 2 and 3 of the program will continue research and development to prepare agencies to deploy connected vehicle environments.

Scope of Work:

The pooled fund study will focus on the following:
• Development and evaluation of connected vehicle large-scale system level operations applications
• Independently research and address issues that will affect the deployment of connected vehicle systems by state and local transportation agencies
• Support AASHTO’s Strategic and Deployment Plans
• Support USDOT’s Connected Vehicles Programs and initiatives

    a. A face-to-face meeting was held in Northern Virginia (host: FHWA and VDOT) on December 5 – 7.
    b. A monthly call was held on November 3.  
    c. Glossary of Connected and Automated Vehicle technology terms is being prepared.
    d. Candidate project ideas for CY2018 were received and discussed at the face-to-face meeting.
2. Phase III Projects

    b. Basic Infrastructure Message

      iii. No-cost-extension was granted until 12/31/2018 for Task 6 Standard Support. 
3. Multi-Modal Intelligent Traffic Signal System (MMITSS) Phase 3 - Deployment Readiness Enhancements
    a. UVA OSP is working with University of Arizona to establish a subcontract.
    b. A presentation was given at the face-to-face meeting.
4. Connected Traffic Control Systems (CTCS)
    a. The Request for Letters of Intent (RFLI) was released on October 18. 
    b. Letters of Intent were received by November 15 and distributed to core PFS members for evaluation.
    c. A preferred subcontractor was selected through the discussion at the face-to-face meeting.
