	Project Description: Collect research quality bridge loads and bridge response data from in-service bridges to determine the effects of live loads on bridge performance, independent of all other influences on bridge component performance.  Develop a comprehensive protocol for collecting research quality data, collect data at several locations across the country, maintain systems and store data in the LTBP Bridge Portal, and analyze data to quantify influences of live loading on bridge component performance.

Create 'national' database for truck loads on bridges.

Develop list of potential candidate bridges in States participating in the pooled fund study.
	Anticipated work next quarter: 
Award contract for Phase II of project and extend bridge data collection to 4 to 5 years for each study bridge. 
	Significant Results: 
First study bridge in instrumented and data collection begins on the I-84 bridge in Hermiston, OR.  The study leveraged the assessment of an experimental fiber optic BWIM system that is provided at no cost and may be used if the reliability of the system proves highly accurate. 
	Circumstance affecting project or budget  Please describe any challenges encountered or anticipated that might affect the completion of the project within the time scope and fiscal constraints set forth in the agreement along with recommended solutions to those problems: 
Additional instrumentation and data collection at bridge sites requires the award of a Phase II contract that will allow for expenditure of State DOT contributions to the pooled fund study.  To date, only FHWA funds/contributions have been expended.  The Phase II contract will extend the project length to allow for data collection at each site to be 4 to 5 years. It is anticipated that the award of this contract will allow at least 2 additional sites to be instrumented, with the potential for a fourth site, depending on data collection and analysis costs. Upon award of the Phase II contract, we anticipate that 2 additional bridges will be instrumented within 12 months.
	Potential Implementation: Instrument second bridge in Wisconsin in summer to fall of 2017.
