3. Finalized Supplement #5 (developed at WSDOT’s request) that included: refining deterioration rates for actual
performance and PaveME predicted performance; utilizing existing performance data to assess multiple
parameters (e.g., impact of shoulder type on pavement performance); investigating availability of data from
non-LTPP sources; leveraging data from two ongoing LTPP research reports involving SPS-2 projects;
assessing and updating previous SPS-2 analyses, and; supporting pooled fund communications.
