	Project Description: The pooled fund study entitled “Program to Support the Development and Deployment of Connected Vehicle Applications” was created by a group of state and local transportation agencies and FHWA in order to provide a means to conduct the work necessary for infrastructure providers to play a leading role in advancing the connected vehicle environment. 
 
Objective:

Through a set of pooled fund studies, the Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) is working with federal, state and local departments of transportation, to establish a multi-phase program to facilitate the field demonstration, and deployment of connected vehicle infrastructure applications.  In Phase I, the participants are focused on modeling, development, engineering and planning activities that will aid transportation agencies in justifying and promoting the large scale deployment of a connected vehicle environment. Phases 2 through 4 of the program will continue research and development to prepare agencies to deploy connected vehicle environments.

Scope of Work:

The pooled fund study will focus on the following:
• Development and evaluation of connected vehicle large-scale system level operations applications
• Independently research and address issues that will affect the deployment of connected vehicle systems by state and local transportation agencies
• Support AASHTO’s Strategic and Deployment Plans
• Support USDOT’s Connected Vehicles Programs and initiatives

    a. Monthly calls were held on April 24 and June 26. The Annual Spring Meeting was held on May 13-14.  
    b. Commitments are being received for the current/new PFS (TPF-5(389)) for FY2020 and beyond. 
    c. Finalized future project selections. Members approved the Connected Intersections Program, a joint IOO/OEM effort with the shared goal of building and operating intersections and producing vehicles that are fully interoperable.

    a. Monthly calls were paused due to COVID-19.   
3. V2I Queue Advisory/Warning
    a. Monthly calls were held on April 16 and June 18. The Annual Spring Meeting was held on May 13-14.
    b. Task 3: Concept of Operations Performance Measurement Memo completed. 
    c. Task 4: System Requirements Draft Document sent for comment and review.
4. Using Third Parties to Deliver I2V
    a. Monthly calls were held in April. The Annual Spring Meeting was held on May 13-14. 
    b. Initiated Third Party Use of Infrastructure to Vehicle (I2V) Data Standardization Effort with SAE (J2945/C)
5. Creation of a Guidance Document for MAP Preparation
    a. The MAP Guidance Project was initiated in April 2020 with Athey Creek Consultants. This project will identify best practices for the creation of MAP messages, gain consensus with the CV PFS members on the best practices, and then document these best practices in a guidance document for the creation of MAP messages.
    b. Monthly calls were held in April and June. The Annual Spring Meeting was held on May 13-14. 
    c. Task 2: Review of SAE J2735 & CCI Documentation has been initiated.
    d. Task 3: Survey of IOOs Broadcasting SPaT - interviews are being conducted to develop insight into MAP messages.
