	Project Description: The goal of RMRC-4G is to provide the resources and activities needed to break down barriers and increase utilization of recycled materials and industrial byproducts. This is being done through carefully integrated and orchestrated activities 
that include applied research in key areas relevant to transportation applications combined with outreach programs that 
provide the educational and technical resources needed to maximize the rate at which recycled materials and industrial byproducts are used in transportation applications.  

	Progress this Quarter includes meetings work plan status contract status significant progress etc: 
Weekly internal RMRC research administration meetings.  

Met specifically with the project team for projects using the Royal Military Academy MSE Wall facility to discuss timing of the projects and desirable properties of the RCA backfill for the first MSE wall construction with the concurrent project on drainage. Address sourcing material with a goal to start construction as soon as the facility is available in 2021.
Met with WisDOT to review options for contract end dates affected by the Covid-19 Pandemic. Prepared documentation with faculty affected by the delay and presented options. Amendment or NCTE for the overall master agreement (must be completed first since we propose needing to move the overall end date). Amendments or NCTEs for the admin work order and the two MSE Wall work orders are affected. Collected votes from all 7 RMRC Executive members and WA-DOT (non-voting, but supported).

WisDOT as lead agency met with FHWA to discuss pooled fund completion timing. FHWA agreed to grant the extension. Working on the amendments and NCTE which will be executed in Q2 and extend the master agreement to the end of 2022.

Outreach: 
-Summer workshop planning for AMS20 committee: virtual 2021 Summer Workshop to be held on the afternoon of July 28 and morning of July 29.  We have programmed four 1.5-hours sessions, during which we will explore the current transportation-related research, trends, and issues surrounding four topics of interest to the Committee, specifically: 
• Circular Economy and Sustainability
• PFAS and its impacts on Transportation
• Reuse of Transportation Rights of Way
• Alternative Deicers and Facility Salt BMPs/Lessons Learned
Attendance will be free but attendees must register in advance for each day.

-Reviewed draft report, thesis and presentation for student thesis defense on Dr. Bu Wang's RMRC project.

-Referred ASCE's Source research idea to faculty on "Recycled pulp mill waste adds strength and resilience to cement"

-Responded to a researcher is wanting to use WiscLEACH program from website.

	Significant Results: 
After several discussions and proposed solutions to project start delays, we received approvals from member states and FHWA to extend master agreement of the Pooled Fund in order to properly accommodate projects affected by the pandemic delays without compromising research scope or budgets.
